Bakgrund

Mattias Svensson deltog & SGC:s vagnar i konferensen NGV 2014 South Africa
som agde rum i Johannesburg, Sydafrika 141117-141120. Upp till 50 personer
lyssnade pa bidragen pa konferensen, och deltagare var mestadels fran Sydafrika
men ocksa en stor andel fran Europa (och Argentina och Kina), pa plats som ut-
stallare (24 st montrar totalt) och talare.

Det talades om
Kort sagt: Gryende fordonsgasmarknad baserad pa efterkonvertering dar privat
och offentligt redan samarbetar, dar brist pa naturgas ger intresse for biogas fran
avfall med tillrackligt god ekonomi i forhallande till bensin/diesel (50 % lagre pris).
Situationen i Sydafrika ar att det finns naturgas pa marknaden i Johannesburgs-
omradet via ledning fran fyndigheterna i sddra Mozambique. Man hoppas pa att
kunna képa in mer fran Mozambique, framfor allt i framtiden nar den mycket stora
fyndigheten i norra Zambique har kommersialiserats. | dagslaget ar energibehoven
storre an tillgangen. Det statliga oljebolaget SASOL ar i en monopolsituation, och
detta har &nnu inte reglerats av staten vad galler fordonsgasmarknaden. Priserna
bestams dock nationellt, ungefar i stil med hur energimarknadsinspektionen regle-
rar eldistributionstarifferna i Sverige. Sa férutom kolbaddsmetan (Coal Bed Met-
hane; skiffergasprospektering ar igen tillaten, efter ett moratorium, men har en
langre horisont) sa ses biogas, speciellt fran deponi och ARV-slam, av aktérerna
pa fordonsgasmarknaden som en vag framat nar SASOL séager nej till framtida
projekt. Ocksa energigrodor pa tradesmark och mark atertagen fran nerlagda gru-
vor ses som viktiga kallor till biogas, i samarbete med regionala beslutsfattare.
Vad galler urbant avfall vill man se en 6kad kéallsortering, precis som i Europa.
Stort fokus pa jobbskapande atgarder inom politiken, aven kopplat till miljomass-
iga mal. Aktorer inom naringslivet och lokala och regionala myndigheter har borjat
samarbeta, och staten har pa informell niva borjat titta p& hur reglera. Aven om det
inte finns uttalade visioner pa nationell niva vad géller fordonsgas, sa far aktiva
stader som Johannesburg signaler om att deras arbete pa omradet valkomnas.
Den stora prisskillnaden (ca 50 %) mot diesel och bensin driver marknaden. Bast
ekonomi finns for fordonsflottor som taxi, kollektivtrafik och soplastbilar. Eftermark-
nadskonverteringar (bade bifuel och dual-fuel) forenklas av att nuvarande emiss-
ionskrav ligger pa Euro Il, och Euro V tros inte inforas fore 2020. Kundkrav driver
dock redan nu mot Euro V.
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Alla pa konferensen talade i unison om vikten av samarbete och fokus pa att
bygga marknaden tillsammans snarare an att konkurrera.
